AIR QUALITY IN THE LOUISVILLE AREA

 If hope for our environment and public health sometimes escapes 
you, our September program will provide encouraging—and enter-
taining—perspective.  Louisville’s air pollution problems were so severe 
70 years ago that visibility would drop to a little as 150 feet and street 
cars needed their headlights on in mid-day … and the typical Louis-
villian inhaled 1½ cups of coal soot annually!   
 On Monday, September 15th, environmental engineer, educator, 
amateur historian and L.A.S. board member, Sarah Lynn Cunningham, 
will present a program entitled From Smoke-Filled Skies to Smoke-Filled 
Rooms: Louisville’s Political Battles Over the “Smoke Evil.”   Sarah 
Lynn’s program is based on her scholarly work of the same title recently 
published in Ohio Valley History, a quarterly journal co-published by the 
Filson Historical Society.

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NETWORKING INJURED BIRDS — HOW LOUISVILLE AUDUBON HELPS 

 
 You may recall in the Spring 2008 issue of The 
Audubon Flyer we listed the contact information for 
encounters with Orphaned & Injured Wildlife. We’ll 
repeat it again at the end of this article. But first, we 
wanted to share an outcome with you. 
 I received the following email as a follow-up to 
Lori’s phone call about the bird she found. I am very 
proud to note that because of the existing network of 
rehabilitators that LAS taps into, the Downy Wood-
pecker she found was in caring hands in a matter of 
hours.  That’s an important factor for successful out-
comes.  

 “Carol - thanks so much for your speedy response! 
The good news is that everyone in Louisville is on the 
same page regarding wildlife rehab (well, except for me). 
I found Mary Jo's name on the internet as a licensed 
rehabilitator, you referred her to me, and when I got to 
work today her name was listed in our resource directory.  
 Mary Jo has our little Downy Woodpecker as we 
speak, and hopefully she will be able to help him.  If not, 
at least we gave it a shot.  He appears to have an injured 
leg from a window strike, and can't cling to a tree or 

launch himself into flight from the ground.  Other than 
that, he seems alert.  I've asked Mary Jo to let me know 
what the outcome is, so I'll forward that response on to 
you. Again, thanks so much for your assistance.  Pro-
cedures don't always work this smoothly so I appreciate a 
good referral system.
