2010 Great Backyard Bird Count     Fri. – Mon. February 12 - 15, 2010

The Great Backyard Bird Count (GBBC) is led by the National Audubon Society and the Cornell Lab of Ornithology. The GBBC website includes information and inspiration at www.birdcount.org, along with photos from last year’s count, a game, and other materials, including a downloadable PowerPoint presentation, a voice narrated tutorial, and regional bird lists. 

Here’s how to participate. It’s as easy as 1, 2, 3!
1. Plan to count birds for at least 15 minutes on one or more days of the count. Count birds in as many places and on as many days as you like—one day, two days, or all four days. Submit a separate checklist for each new day. You can also submit more than one checklist per day if you count in other locations on that day.
2. Count the greatest number of individuals of each species that you see together at any one time. 3. When finished, enter your results through the webpage http://gbbc.birdsource.org/gbbcApps/input You will see a button marked "Enter Your Checklists!" on the website home page beginning on the first day of the count. It will remain active until the deadline for data submission on March 1st.
