Great Backyard Bird Count Report by Maggie Selvidge
I Googled GBBC and got to the website sponsored by Cornell University and National Audubon Society.   I found that 11 checklists reporting 50 species had been reported from Cadiz zip code.  From Hopkinsville, there were 12 checklists reporting a total of 34 species.  Counters could submit a separate checklist for each day that they participated during the Feb. 12-15 weekend. (I submitted three checklists myself for 3 of the 4 days.)  You can also go to www.birdsource.org and get to this same website and click on “see this year’s results”  and get to the various states.  I found it interesting that the town of Columbia, KY had 554 checklists (85 species) submitted !
